WHEREAS; the City of Spruce Grove is committed to understanding the needs of underrepresented
groups in the community; and

WHEREAS; the City of Spruce Grove encourages citizens to celebrate the cultural diversity of our
community today and everyday;

THEREFORE, I, Jan Gillett, Councillor of the City of Spruce Grove, do hereby proclaim the month of
February 2025 as Black History Month in the City of Spruce Grove.
